b. Comparative 

Short adj/adv

Form: S +V + adj/adv + er + than + B (noun/ pronoun/ clause)

Long adj/adv

Form: S + V + more/less + adj/adv + than + B (noun/ pronoun/ clause)

The use: to compare differences between 2 objects

Eg: She is taller than me.

      She gets up earlier than me.

      John is more intelligent than me.

      He runs more quickly than his brother.

We can use a lot, a bit, a little, much with comparative of adjective /adv

Eg: My hometown is much more beautiful than yours.

c. Superlative

Short adj/adv

Form: S + V + the + adj/adv + est  …

Long adj/adv

Form: S + V + the most /least+ adj/adv +…

The use: to describe an object which is at the upper or lower the limit of  a quality (at least 3 objects).

Eg: She is the most beautiful girl I‘ve ever met.

       He runs the fastest.

*S + V + the ordinal number (second, third…) + superlative adj/adv + … to show the order of the object with the limit of quality
Eg: Canada is the second largest in the world.

We can use by far to emphasis superlative: 

S + V + by far + the + superlative adj/adv

Eg: China is by far the most populated in the world.
