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EXAM REGULATIONS - QUY CHE THI

PART 1: EXAM REGULATIONS (QUY CHE THI)

Article 1: Exam regulations and students’ responsibilities (Diéu 1: Cdc quy dinh trong ky thi)
- Do not do the test with a red pen (Khong lam bai thi bing biit dd)

- Raise your hand if you need something or have a question (Gio tay khi ciin héi thong tin)

- Keep silent in the testing room at all times (Giir trit tw trong phong thi )

- Stop writing when the exam time ends and hand your exam paper to the teacher/TA (Dirng
bt khi hét thoi gian lam bai va ndp bai thi cho Gido vién nwéc ngoai/Gido vién trg giing)
Article 2: Exam misconducts (Diéu 2: Cdc sai pham sé bi kyj ludt trong ky thi)

- Use of carbon paper, materials, mobile phones, audio and video recording equipment,
communication equipment, or equipment containing information that could be used to help
pass the test. (Sir dung gidy than, cdc tai ligu, dién thoai di dng, cdc thiét bi ghi hinh anh va dm thanh, cdc
cong cu cong nghé truyén dan thong tin, cic thiét bi chita cic thong tin c6 thé' dwoc siv dung trong bai thi)

- Looking at/copying others’ test papers (Xem/ chép bai ciia hoc sinh khic)

- Speaking during the exam (Trao déi vé bai thi trong thoi gian thi)

PART 2: DISCIPLINARY ACTION FOR EXAM MISCONDUCT (CAC HINH THUC KY
LUAT POI VOI CAC SAI PHAM TRONG KY THI)

Level 1: First Warning (Miic 1: Canh cdo lin 1)
The student(s) will lose 25% of the total score in the test if they violate the exam regulations in
article 2 for the first time. (Hoc sinh vi pham cdc sai pham tai diéu 2 sé bj triv 25% tong diém ciia bai thi)

Level 2: Second Warning (Miic 2: Cdnh cdo lin 2)

The student will lose 50% of the total score in the test if they violate the exam regulations for a
second time. (Hoc sinh vi pham lin 2 sé bi triv 50% tong diém bai thi)

Level 3: Suspension (Miic 3: Dinh chi thi)

The student(s) will lose 100% of their total mark in the test and will no longer be allowed to
continue taking the test if they break the exam regulations for a third time. (Hoc sinh sé bj trir
100% diém ctia bai thi va khong dwgc phép tiép tuc lam bai thi néu vi pham lin 3)
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GUIDELINES FOR TEACHERS
HUONG DAN GIAO VIEN
I. BEFORE EXAM — TRUOC KHI THI

The teacher should utilize whatever space is available to make cheating not an option.

The teacher must inform the students of the exam regulations and disciplinary actions and that
they have the final decision with regard to dealing with misconduct during the test. (Gido vién
doc cho hoc sinh vé quy ché"va cdc hinh thirc ky ludt doi voi cdc sai pham cua hoc sinh trong ky thi.

II. DURING EXAM - TRONG KHI THI

If students violate the exam regulations, the teacher should remind the students of the exam
regulations and the consequences of their misconduct. This should be done in open class as a
reminder to other students.

The teacher should confiscate any documents/mobile phones/other equipment used by the
relevant student(s). (Gido vién tich thu bat ky tai li¢u/ dién thogi di dong/ cdc thiét bi khdc ma hoc sinh
dd s dung, vi pham quy ché’thi).

The teacher and teaching assistant must complete the Exam Misconduct Record Form and get it
signed by all parties involved.(Gido vién va gido vién trg giang hoan thanh Bién ban vi pham quy ché’
thi va 1y chit ky ctia cic bén lién quan)

ITI. AFTER EXAM - SAU KHI THI

Teachers report any cases of misconduct and corresponding disciplinary actions to the School
Management Board and LLVN through email to their RHT. The Exam Misconduct Record Form
should be attached
