          In the early 1900s, as cities became more crowded and traffic increased, the need for a better traffic control system arose. In 1912, an American policeman, Lester Wire, came up with the idea of the first electric traffic light. Based on his design, the first lights were installed in Cleveland, Ohio, on August 5, 1914.
The original traffic light had only red and green lights and used a buzzer instead of a yellow light to signal a change.
